CLASS PURPOSE:
By performing the above core tasks, students are completing final preparation for entering American university classes or for returning to their countries to do work in their field using English fluently and comfortably.  This class gives one last opportunity to improve speaking and listening skills which you must practice every day.  This is not a class for passive learning.  It is a class for active participation.  I expect active participation in all tasks from all students!
ATTENDANCE:
You are expected to be in class and do your homework every day.  If you come to class unprepared, you may be asked to leave the classroom to finish your assignment, and you may be counted absent.  If you miss five classes, you must automatically repeat the class.  If you miss eight classes, you may be dismissed from the program and may have to leave.  Three tardies (tardy=coming to class late) is one absence.  CALL THE INTERLINK OFFICE AT 237-8026 IF YOU ARE GOING TO BE ABSENT.
ASSESSMENT:

If you meet both the speaking and listening benchmark for this level, you get 70 points (35 for speaking and 35 for listening), and you pass to the next level.  If you do not meet the benchmark for both speaking and listening at this level, you will repeat (R).  If you do not show any effort and progress in the course, you will fail (F). The remaining 30 points are explained below.

CLASSROOM GUIDELINES:

· ATTENTION:  You are responsible for your own learning.  This means it is your responsibility to know if you are in danger of repeating the course.  If you are consistently doing work below the benchmark, then you should talk to me about what you can do to improve.  At the end of the term, you will be judged according to your skill level, not how hard you worked.  (Obviously, if you don’t work hard, your skills may not improve or may not improve as quickly as they could.)  If you come to class every day and come on time, do your homework, turn it in on time, and ask for help when needed, you have a greater chance of bringing your skills to a higher level.
