Class Goals: This class is intended to help you increase your reading speed/comprehension and your vocabulary, as well as your writing fluency. I hope we have a good time, too.  Remember that getting a good grade in this class is not so difficult, but really improving your reading and writing ability in English will take a lot of time and effort, both in the classroom and outside of class.  Extensive reading in English will really improve your English ability, so read a lot and enjoy it!

Attendance Policy:  Attendance is very important.  If you miss more than four classes, you will have to repeat the level.  Three times tardy=one absence.  If you are more than 30 minutes late, you will be considered absent that day.  Even being a little late on a regular basis will adversely affect your grade and chance of advancement. You will lose class participation/attendance points for the day if you do not have your textbook or you sleep in class. 

Grading / Assessment: If you meet both the reading and writing benchmark for this level, you get 70 points (35 for reading and 35 for writing) and you pass to the next level.  If you do not meet the benchmark for both reading and writing at this level, you will repeat (R).  If you do not show any effort and progress in the course, you will fail (F). 

Reading and Writing proficiency (70 points), preparation, effort, and participation (15 points), progress (10 points), punctuality/attendance (5 points).

Grading Scale: 90-100 (A), 80-89 (B), 70-79 (C), Below 70 (F or R).
